4. TAPE BEAD TORN.

a. If the bead of the slide fastener tape is torn between scoops, and
the slider becomes disengaged from the damaged side of the slide
fastener chain, the following steps should be taken to effect emergency
repair (fig. 5):

(1) NON-SEPARABLE TYPE SLIDE FASTENERS.

(a) If the damage has occurred at a point near the bottom stop,
repair as follows:

1. Close the slide fastener chain from the bottom stop up to the
point of damage, either by hand as illustrated in A, figure 6, or by
using closing pliers as illustrated in figure 7.

2. Work the slider back onto the joined chain (B, fig. 6).

3. Pull slider up over the damaged portion with care, bringing the
two sides of the slide fastener chain together ahead of the slider.

4. Sew or lace the joined scoops with soft wire or heavy thread to
provide a bottom stop at a point immediately above the damaged
slide fastener bead (C, fig. 6 and fig. 8).

(b) If the damage has occurred at a point near the top stop, repair
as follows:

1. Close the slide fastener chain from the bottom stop up to the
point of damage, either by hand as illustrated in A, figure 6, or by
using closing pliers as illustrated in figure 7.

2. Work the slider back on to the joined chain (B, fig. 6).

3. Sew or lace with soft wire or heavy thread immediately below
the point of damage to provide a top stop as illustrated in figure 9.

(c) If the damage has occurred at a point near the middle of the
slide fastener, it may not be practical to follow the procedure outlined
under either steps (a) or (b), above, since the use of temporary
top stops or bottom stops near the middle of the slide fastener will
have the effect of reducing by approximately one-half the effective
length of the slide fastener. The recommended procedure under these
circumstances, in order to make temporary use of the cover possible,
is to operate, the slide fastener with care past the point of damage.

of old slide fastener tape as guide in sewing new slide fastener into
cover. Also locate position of bottom stop on regular type slide fast-
ener, or separable assembly on separable slide fastener.

e. Remove damaged slide fastener from cover by cutting stitches
between slide fastener tape and cover. ‘

f. Sew new slide fastener into opening, using heavy thread, sail-
maker’s needle, and sewing palm as provided in repair kit. If only
one side of a separable slide fastener is being replaced, seat the pin
in the box before sewing on the new side.

g. On replacing slide fasteners having scoops as shown in A, figure 2,
care should be taken so as not to sew the fastener upside down, or
wrong end up, if the slider has been removed during sewing operation.
The slider on fasteners of this type will not function if its mouth points
in the same direction as the noses of the scoops.
